10. Physical Fitness/Medical & Insurance Form Requirements
All participants must be aware of the requirement to be physically fit for strenuous activities, including hiking in a high-altitude volcanic region, jungle canopy tour in a harness, white water rafting in class III and IV rapids, horseback riding, and other activities in high temperatures and high humidity in Costa Rica.  
A complete (Parts A, B, & C) BSA Annual Health and Medical Record  that has been duly signed by:  a) a BSA-recognized licensed health care provider; b) the Participant; and c) Participant’s parents (if under the age of 18), and dated no earlier than January 1, 2010, must be included, together with a copy of the Participant’s (and parents’ if under 18) medical insurance cards, before this application will be approved. All Participants are required to carefully review and comply with the vaccination and medication recommendations of the U.S. Center for Disease Control’s (CDC) travel website for Costa Rica: http://wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel/destinations/costa-rica.aspx  Participants should bring any CDC/doctor-recommended preventative medications (e.g. malaria and leptospirosis, or other diseases) together with their prescription medications as indicated on their Medical Record. The Participant’s World Health Organization “Yellow Card” entitled International Certificate of Vaccination should be duly completed and stapled in the rear of the Participant’s passport.
11. Permission Slip/Notarized International Travel Authorization/Waiver Requirements
All Participants are required to provide signed originals of the requisite Permission Slip and Waivers of Liability. In addition, all Participants under the age of 18 will be required to provide the original of the International Travel Authorization Form, signed by both Parents/Guardians and notarized, to allow for overseas travel in custody of the Trip Leaders, without the parents/guardians.

12. International Student Identity Card (ISIC)/Youth Travel (IYTC) Card 

All Participants enrolled in middle/high school or college should obtain the International Student Identity Card.
